RE: Exercise Royal Endeavour 24 (CCF (Army) Central Camp), 2-6 July 2024
From Tuesday 2nd until Saturday 6th July 2024, the CCF will be attending the HQ Centre (West) CCF Central Camp at Warcop Camp, Cumbria. This is a fantastic opportunity for Cadets to engage with a range of elements of the Cadet Force Syllabus including Fieldcraft, Shooting, Gun Run and Shotgun. This exercise will also include use of both blank and live ammunition and pyrotechnics using both the L98 A2 Cadet GP Rifle and the .177 Scorpion Air Rifle. Cadets will be living in barracks conditions except for one night in ‘field’ conditions. Food will be supplied by the Camp for the majority, with Operational Ration Packs for the exercise phase. These will cater to most dietary requirements, but if your child has any very specific dietary needs (such as gluten free) please contact me directly to discuss feeding. Cadets will meet with one of our CFAVs at The Royal School CCF Hut at 08:25 on Tuesday 2nd July. They will then move on military transport to Warcop, where your child will conduct training until Saturday 6th July. We will return to The Royal School by approximately 17:00 on Saturday 6th July. As a unit we have a policy not to release Cadets until all unit administrative work has been completed. This, along with traffic, means this finish time may change. Your child will be asked to communicate with you on the day if this is the case.
As this is a significant additional activity there will be an additional cost of £50 for this camp. A kit list will be published directly to your child over TEAMS nearer to the event, although the majority of this will be issued by the CCF.
There will be two phases to sign up for this camp. Firstly, please complete the Google Form here (https://forms.gle/ca1zojRQNzJ8Yhu27) to express interest for your child to attend the Camp. Places will be allocated on a hybrid, first-come, first served and priority basis. Once places are allocated, I will the send consent paperwork and payment details directly to you through School Gateway. At the payment stage, if there is any reason as to why this may be a problem, please contact me directly and financial support may be available. If any of your child’s medical, dietary or Next of Kin details have changed since you submitted their CCF annual consent form in September, please let me know directly.
For safety reasons, please note that your child must have passed a Weapons Handling Test on the L98 A2 GP Rifle and .177 Scorpion Air Rifle to attend this event. Failure to have achieved these pre-requisites before the course start date will result in your child having their place revoked. It is also important to note that if your child, for any reason, needs to be removed from the training area (for medical, behaviour or similar reasons) then we would expect parents to collect them as soon as possible, normally within 5 hours.
