Community - collaborator, communicator, tolerance
Risk - explorer, achiever, resilience

These circle times provided a platform for open discussions, allowing children to explore and express their feelings. Pupils learned how to handle their emotions, understand the feelings of others, and cultivate kindness towards their peers. Year 5 delved into the emotions iceberg, recognising that what we see on the surface may not reflect the deeper emotions hidden beneath.

As we look ahead to the coming week, we are excited to witness the ripple effect of kindness and understanding that has been sown among our pupils. Let's continue to foster a safe and supportive environment where each child can thrive.
