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Walking Home Alone – Year 6 Pupils only  - Consent Form


Dear Parents/Carers,
We understand the importance of helping Year 6 pupils develop independence as part of their preparation for secondary school. With parental permission, pupils may walk home independently if they live within a reasonable distance of the school. Please note that this permission does not include travelling on public transport.
If you wish your child to walk home alone, the following guidance and expectations must be followed:
· Parents/carers must complete and sign the Walk Home Alone Consent Form and return it to the Primary Reception at the start of each term.
· There will be a two-week window at the beginning of each term for forms to be submitted. After this window closes, pupils will need to wait until the start of the following term before permission can be granted.
· Permission for a child to walk home alone will not begin until the form has been reviewed and approved by the Headteacher.
· A member of the Reception Team will contact parents/carers to confirm when the arrangement will commence.
· Pupils must be in Year 6.
· Parents/carers must be confident that their child understands road safety, stranger awareness and safe behaviour in the community.
· It is the responsibility of parents/carers to ensure that their child is capable of completing the journey safely and independently.
· Children should know their home telephone number and at least one emergency contact number.
· Pupils may bring a mobile phone for safety purposes; however, only a basic “brick” phone is permitted. Smartphones are not allowed in school.
· Any mobile phone brought into school must be handed to the class teacher on arrival and will be returned at the end of the school day.
To ensure the safety and wellbeing of all pupils, the school takes breaches of this policy seriously:
· If a pupil brings a smartphone into school, the device will be confiscated immediately.
· A parent/carer will be required to come to school in person to collect both the child and the phone.
· Should a second incident occur, the school reserves the right to withdraw permission for the pupil to walk home independently.
Please note that once pupils leave the school premises, responsibility for their safety passes to parents/carers.
If you believe your child is ready to walk home alone, please complete and return the consent form below. Thank you for your continued support and cooperation.
