	Activity 1: Safari Read and Cover (Reading Activity)

Look at the safari words together and encourage your child to read each word aloud. Instead of covering the words, ask your child to point to a word, read it, and then use it in a sentence. You could also ask them to write 5–10 of the words on a piece of paper or challenge them to spot the words around the page as quickly as they can. This activity helps develop word recognition, blending, and reading fluency.



	
Read one of the short stories together and talk about what happens first, next, and finally. Without printing the pictures, ask your child to retell the story in the correct order using the sequencing words. They can then draw three simple pictures on paper and write a sentence underneath each one, or simply write the three sentences in the correct order. Encourage them to use capital letters, finger spaces, and full stops.

	
Look at each domino and help your child count the dots on each side before adding them together. Instead of writing on the sheet, ask your child to record the number sentence on paper (for example, 2 + 4 = 6). If you have dominoes at home, you can extend the activity by making your own addition problems for your child to solve. This activity develops counting, number recognition, and early addition skills.


	
Use the Summer I Spy picture to encourage your child to find and name all the summer objects they can see. Ask questions such as, "Can you find the surfboard?" or "What would you take to the beach?" Then ask your child to write "I can see..." sentences about the picture, for example, "I can see a boat." or "I can see a watermelon." If they would like an extra challenge, encourage them to write a short list of their favourite things about summer or draw and label their own summer picture. This activity develops vocabulary, observation, speaking, and early writing skills.
